Research day:

· Choose a genetic disorder (one of mine or one that you are interested in)
· Google your genetic disorder (be sure there is a genetic component if self-chosen)
· Take notes or print out information for future reference (for all group members)
· Present your information to the teacher for work credit
Gather the following information:

· Name (scientific and common, class, period, group member names)
· Cause (genetic explanation)
· Symptoms (no limit here)
· Treatment (and can it be cured?)
· Pictures (several)
Work day:

· Save all pictures to “My Photos”
· Create a PowerPoint (using the information above for each slide)
· Share the PowerPoint with each person in the group/teacher using Google docs
· Save the PowerPoint on teacher’s flash drive (and your own if you choose)
· Decide who will present each slide (all group members must participate for credit)
